Batty Bwoy

Through a reappropriation of the Jamaican term “Batty Bwoy” (li-
terally, butt boy), slang for a queer person, the work twists and 
turns the myths of the queer body to invoke demonic sensitivities 
and charming cruelties, unfolding vulnerable possibilities in an in-
terplay of consciousness and naivety. Batty Bwoy attacks and em-
braces sedimented narratives around the fear of the queer body as 
a perverse and deviant figure. The expression ”Batty Bwoy” is used 
to evoke an ambivalent being that exists on the threshold of the pre-
carious body, liberated power, joy, and batty energy! 

Harald Beharie is a Norwegian-Jamaican performer and choreo-
grapher based in Oslo. His choreographic practice unfolds in va-
rious constellations with other artists using dance as a medium for 
creating elusive spaces of ambivalence and fantasy, oscillating bet-
ween deconstruction and construction, optimism and doubt, apat-
hy and affect. With Batty Bwoy Beharie received nomination for the 
Norwegian Dance Critics Award in 2022, and in 2023 he won the 
Hedda prize for “best dance performance”.

The northern lights are broken by an enormous fishing net dividing 
the stage in two. Despite the transparency of the net, a physical 
barrier is created, a demarcation that both captures and gathers 
the three dancers’ movements into an organic whole.

SILA is inspired by the Greenlandic myth of Sassuma Arnaa 
(Mother of the Sea), which reminds us that humans are not 
made to handle all their problems alone.

She is the choreographer and artistic dire-
ctor of AVIAJA Dance. She graduated from The Ballet Academy in 
Stockholm and debuted as a choreographer with her first full eve-
ning performance From Ice To Steam, in 2016.

SONYA LINDFORS     (FI)

ONE DROP 

ONE DROP is a speculative summoning, a decolonial dream, an au-
topsy of the Western stage and an operetta. The title of the work 
refers to two separate frameworks; the one drop rhythm which 
is a reggae style drum beat as well as to the one drop rule of the 
Race Separation Act, created in the United States in the early 1900s, 
according to which a single drop of “Black blood” made a person 
“Black” despite their appearance. Slipping in meanings, leaking 
through different categories the work dives into the poetics and 
politics of relations. 

Sonya Lindfors is a Cameroonian-Finnish choreographer and artis-
tic director. In 2013 she received an MA in choreography from the 
University of the Arts Helsinki. Her performance works have been 
shown and supported by Beursschouwburg, Kampnagel, Spring 
Utrecht, CODA - festival, Black Box Theater Oslo, Zodiak - Centre 
for New Dance among others. Lindfors’s recent works centralize 
questions around Blackness and Black body politics, representa-
tion and power structures, speculative futurieties and decolonial 
dreaming practices.

The Youtuber is an absurd and gripping (online and live) dance theatre 
performance that makes you enter a world where reality is content 
and shows what it takes to live the dream of every third 12–17-year-
old: being a Youtuber. 

Noora Hannula is a Finnish dancer and prize-winning choreographer, 
who mostly operates in and around Denmark as the artistic director 
of the dance company: The Nordic Beasts.

Le Scénario revolves around jumping from the modernist tradition 
of the 60s and 70s. This blends with    post-punk, confetti rain and 
male renaissance fashion. The work investigates the finale as a  
format, and aims to create dance of high complexity that addres-
ses the pleasure of jumping  expansively across the stage. The work 
explores the moment when the dancer is >>in<< the air, and is roo-
ted in high frequency dance and interacts with abstraction, sensory 
overload and expansion: jumping through space with a multiple 
changes of direction, like deers. 

Philip Berlin has shown his choreographic works at Théâtre de la 
ville, Scenkonstmuseet, Dansens hus, Moderna Museet, MDT and 
danced in works by Merce Cunningham, Mathilde Monnier, Cristina 
Caprioli, William Forsythe, Maria La Ribot among others. He studied 
at The Royal Swedish Ballet School and collaborated and toured 
internationally with Gisèle Vienne on the production ’Crowd’, no-
minated for the 2020 Oliver Awards for Outstanding Achievement 
in Dance. Alongside Ulrika Berg, Cristina Caprioli and Anna Grip he 
initiated the project SUNDAY RUN UP - a context that brought to-
gether artists working in literature, choreography, music and art.

He moved to Thailand the following 
year and initiated projects throughout Asia, primarily in Singapore, 
Taiwan, and Japan. With a keen interest in LGBTQ subculture, Sun 
delves into the vibrant world of vogue and ballroom culture, and he 
is recognized as the trailblazer of the Thailand ballroom scene. In 
addition, Buddhism has served as the inspiration and driving force 
behind Phaefuang’s choreographic journey.

BIRGET; Ways to deal, ways to heal is a 
response to the Norwegian Truth and Reconciliation Commission, 
which in June 2023 submitted proposals to reconcile the Sami and 
Norwegian people. Birget is a Sami expression that describes a sta-
te of mastering or surviving in a changing environment. The piece 
questions social and political boundaries, limitations, and today’s 
climate of reconciliation. BIRGET won the Norwegian Dance Critics 
Award 2023. 

Elle Sofe Sara is a choreographer and director who lives and works 
in Guovdageaidnu in Northern Norway. Her artistic work often re-
veals a space where past and present come together, a collage of 
Sami physicality and spirituality and simple elements. She is now 
in the process of making what will be the world’s first yoik musical 
feature film.

The rusalka, a slavic folklore entity, is a malicious feminine figure 
who lures men into water, entangling them with her hair and sub-
merging them.  Ruzalka embodies this hybrid character, drawing 
from personal and societal narratives.The performance challenges 
the notion of a typical feminine entity, exploring complex identities 
beyond appearances. The performer engages with the audience, 
inviting their gaze and then asserting dominance over it.  
As always, immediacy and intimacy are important elements in Thjer-
za’s work. Playing with shifting intensities is a consistent approach in 
her seemingly hard-core yet ephemeral practice.  

Thjerza is a Norwegian / Kosovo-Albanian multi-hyphenate artist, 
living in Copenhagen, Denmark, working with dance, choreography 
and performance art.

Entanglement is an interdisciplinary artistic project of the intricate 
connections between an oak forest, its trees, vegetation, animals 
and human beings.

Wired is a modern dance gospel, investigating and honouring the 
relation between sound and movement within modern afro-dias-
poric electronic music and dance traditions, with all its grit and 
grace.

Attitude / Pas de Q    

In Attitude, two queer ballet dancers discover new possibilities of 
using the pointe shoe as an instigator of movement and choreo-
graphy. Joined by a drag performer they weave autobiographical 
stories into a tapestry of queer aesthetics and chronologies of 
self-discovery.   

Pas de Q is a queer take-over of Jules Perrot’s 1845 ballet divertis-
sement Pas de Quatre, in which Paasonen invites four queer ballet 
dancers on pointe and in drag along the designer team, who all are 
also Berlin drag performers, to reinvent the choreographic forms 
and traditions of the romantic era.  

Choreographer and artistic director Tomi Paasonen’s international 
ballet career ended abruptly due to an accident and led him to cre-
ate over 70 eclectic stage productions in three decades. After wor-
king as an artistic director in Finland, he returned to the stage after 
24 years of absence with a comeback solo trilogy, leading him to 
close the circle by investigating his ballet roots from a queer con-
temporary perspective.

New creation  

In 2025, Alma Söderberg will premiere a new piece for five perfor-
mers. The focus is on how thought, dance and music can get inti-
mately intertwined, how a collective intelligence can be developed 
through rhythm, cadence, words and movements. Through a 
process of writing a collective text through practice, and perfor-
ming that text musically and in movement, the intention is to create 
a work that does not rely on its frame but on the craft of the per-
formers’ skills to communicate through music, dance and spoken 
language.   

New Old is a solo performance going back to the origins of Söder-
berg’s practice – sitting on a chair thinking through rhythm, voice 
and movement; listening to sounds synthesising; forming words 
with the help of hand and body gestures, creating thoughts, beco-
ming music, becoming dance, becoming thought that once again 
becomes dance. It is a personal solo, meandering between topics 
such as the fear of peeing oneself, the mouth-like quality of the vul-
va, and the phenomenologically fascinating thing of temporarily 
being two people at once.

A Year Without Summer / Árið án sumars  

A group of privileged white people lounge around in their villa, par-
tying and telling each other stories of monsters as the world is sus-
pended in time. A Year Without Summer is a double bill inspired by 
Mary Shelley’s Frankenstein and The Vampire by John Polidori, two 
stories that came about in 1816, “the year without summer,” when 
a volcanic eruption in Indonesia sparked a climate crisis in Europe. 
Using these two classic gothic tales and their common origin story 
to compare that fateful summer to our climate situation today, Mar-
ble Crowd present their third collective choreography for the big 
stage – as an invocation of shadows and suspended bodies.   
   
Marble Crowd is an informal ensemble based in Reykjavík, whose 
productions Moving mountains in three essays (2017) and Øland 
(2020) have received wide acclaim. It consists of choreographer 
Katrín Gunnarsdóttir, visual artist Kristinn Guðmundsson, choreo-
grapher Saga Sigurðardóttir, theatre artist Sigurður Arent Jónsson 
and dance artist Védís Kjartansdóttir.

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Ice Hot Nordic Dance Platform is a collaboration between five 
Nordic dance organizations, which biannually present the best of 
Nordic dance during on one of Europe’s largest dance platforms. 
Both emerging and established Nordic dance artists is showcased 
to presenters, programmers, and other professionals from all over 
the world. 

The aim of Ice Hot is to increase international touring and other 
working opportunities of Nordic artists and help our communities 
to share ideas and connections. As the Nordic countries share a lot 
of economic, social, and cultural structures as well as values, we 
find it fruitful to collaborate to strengthen the dance ecosystem 
in our region. This involves being a forerunner in sustainable dance 
promotion and organizing sustainable platforms.

During Ice Hot Oslo 2024 we will have a special focus on the Arctic 
region and its connection to the centralized Nordic dance scenes 
in the major city areas. In several areas of the Arctic region, we find 
"blind spots" that currently have under-developed infrastructure 
for dance, both in terms of support schemes, and the disseminati-
on of productions. 
Most dance artists move to major cities for higher education, to 
develop and produce performances, and end up settling down in 
these central areas.
 
Ice Hot is a unique arena both because Nordic dance artists can 
meet each other, but also professional actors from all over the 
world. Through Ice Hot Oslo 2024 we want to strengthen coope-
ration between Nordic artists who live and work in the major cities 
and those from the periphery. This includes organizations and 
institutions working with professional dance art. 

Ice Hot Oslo 2024 have had a special focus on inviting dance 
artists, producers and organizations from Greenland, the Faroe 
Islands and Åland, all with the goal of uncovering the "blind spots" 
and make them hot spots in a joint Arctic and Nordic dance region.
